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Abstract: “Ethics of conviction” and “Ethics of responsibility” are a couple of important
concepts in Max Weber’ s thought of ethics. Both concepts come from Immanuel Kant’ s thought
of ethics. This article attempts to explain the “modernity” in Weber s thought of ethics through
comparing with the Kant’ s thought of ethics, and distribute the relation between the ethics of
conviction and ethics of responsibility. Finally, the anther brings forward his viewpoint and ex-

planation about some misinterpretation in academic circle.
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
